Purpose

The purpose of lab four was to learn the fundamentals of creating a parent node (home page) and attaching the existing Web page (Ohio) and other Web pages (Advertising, Computer Literacy). 

Procedure

Lab four consists of the following major steps:

1. Repeat the steps of lab one to open and connect to the SFTP and the research.kent.edu server with my username (hludwick) and kent.edu password. 
2. Make the current mother node (home page - Ohio) a child node

a. Rename the current homepage from “public_html” to “Ohio”

b. Rename the index page “index_htm” to “ohio_htm” because each home page can only have one public_html and one index_htm

3. Repeat the steps of lab three to create a new home page that will serve as the parent node 
a. Create new public_html
b. Create new index_html
c. Give the new home page a title (Heidi Ludwick)
d. Insert new links (Kent State University and School of Journalism and Mass Communication)
e. Include three new directories (Ohio, Computer Literacy, Advertising)
4. Repeat the steps of lab three to create two new Web pages (Computer Literacy and Advertising) to link to the mother page 
a. Open Microsoft Office Front Page 2003 document
i. Click the Start button, Tools & Utilities, Microsoft Office, Front Page 2003
ii. Type in the headline of the Web page (Advertising), and the three subtitles (Major requirements at KSU, My future employer, Rosenberg Advertising, and Current News in Advertising)
iii. Create separate Front Page documents for each page (Major requirements at KSU, My future employer, Rosenberg Advertising, and Current News in Advertising)

nsert hyperlinks to link other Web sites to the subtitles on the separate pages

iv. Insert hyperlinks of the separate pages (Major requirements at KSU, My future employer, Rosenberg Advertising, and Current News in Advertising) to connect them to advertising_htm

v. Save as advertising.htm inside of the “Advertising” folder
b. Repeat  ii through v. to create the Computer Literacy Web page and to link all lab reports and Excel spreadsheets to the subtitles
5. Repeat the steps of lab three to connect the former home page (Ohio) to the Ohio subtitle on the new home page (Heidi Ludwick), and the two new Web pages to their corresponding subtitles on the home page (Advertising and Computer Literacy).

6. Repeat the instructions of Lab One to upload the updated public_html folder to the research.kent.edu server
7. Verify the new Web site at personal.kent.edu/~Hludwick and make sure all the links work properly 

Conclusion

After the major steps, I successfully created a new parent node (home page) and included three child nodes (Ohio, Computer Literacy, Advertising), uploaded it to www.personal.kent.edu/~hludwick and verified the information and links created.
